INGREDIENTS for a HEALTHY CHURCH
A Word From The Pastor

Dear ECC Friends, It is not very often that I will share in this Newsletter column something that I indent to preach on in

a few weeks, but this column is an exception. In a few weeks I intend to give a series of sermons entitled “Ingredients for a
Healthy Church”. Iam sharing these with the hope that many of you will share with me your own thoughts on this important
topic before I even preach the series. In my sermon series there will be more points than space allows here. But here are
just a few.

A healthy church is committed to being the Body of Christ in the World. Simply put, the ministry and mis-

sion of our congregation is to be the hands, feet, and voice of Christ in our community and world.

A healthy church has an identified and known set of core values which not only bonds the people togeth-

er, but also serves a boundaries for our shared life and ministries. While this is perhaps not as important as

the first, it is not far behind. In the last month our Elder Care Groups have been meeting to discuss what our Core Val-

ues might be. If you could not meet with your group you will have another opportunity to share in that I will also be

hosting a group for those who could not come to the original Elder meetings.

A healthy church is committee to outreach ministry. Of course, this is really a rewrite of the first ingredient, but

it is important enough to emphasize again. As I sometime say on Sunday morning, when we come to worship we are

nurtured, but we are nurture for a purpose. We are nurtured so that we can be the Body of Christ in the world.

These are important, and they plus a few others that I will share in my sermons can be found in just about every book ever
written on healthy congregations. But I also want to share two that [ have never read in a book, but have discovered by expe-
rience. [ have served congregations that have shared and lived out these next two, and I have served congregations that did
not. Believe me, when people in the congregation follows these next two harmony and goodwill within the church is the re-
sult. They are hard to put into words, but they reflect an attitude as much as anything. The first one summed up by the
statement:

“When It Is Your Turn You Do It Your Way, and When It Is My Turn I’ll Do It My Way,
And We Will Celebrate Our Differences.”

Fortunately, God did not make us all the same nor give us all the same taste or experiences. It is our differences that
brings both excitement and variety to life and to church. Celebrating our difference is the same as celebrating how God cre-
ated each of us.

The other attitude is just as important and is summed up in the following phrase:

“Everyone Does the Best They Can At The Time, Given The Circumstances Of Their Lives” and
“We Do Not Know All The Circumstances Of Another Person’s Life”.
Actually, this one simply means that we live and work together with an attitude of grace and not an attitude of judgment.

Well, as I said, I would love to hear your thoughs on this important topic before I preach the series so that we can learn
